COMMODORE Susan Estes opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m.  Since Stephanie Heynderickx called to say she’d be 
arriving late, Alice Patten will take minutes for this meeting. 

E-MAIL / WEBSITE / BY LAWS:  Susan suggested we add something to the OWSA Bylaws about use of e-mail 
information.  OWSA will not give out personal information to non-OWSA members, and members need to be reminded 
to be respectful of members’ privacy when using e-mail addresses from Membership Directory (ie jokes and 
advertising).  This discussion brought up the fact that every OWSA member should have a current copy of Bylaws.  
When we used to print the Membership Directory, the Bylaws were included.  It was suggested and approved to put 
the Bylaws on the OWSA Website, and the Mission Statement too.  Discussion also brought out some changes that 
might be made to the Bylaws.  Current procedure for amending the Bylaws is to publish the proposed changes ahead 
of time, and have membership vote on changes at October meeting.  Sue Burns has official copy.  Board members will 
come to next meeting with suggestions for updates.   

JUNE MEETING:  Sharon Sites Adams, first woman to sail solo across the Pacific Ocean, will speak at the General 
Meeting on June 12.  We will try to keep the business part of the meeting short to allow enough time for her 
presentation.  Business items to discuss at General Meeting will include thoughts about Bylaws and discussion of 
duties of various Board positions so people can start thinking about nominations for next year’s Board. 

TREASURER REPORT:  Melissa Mahar reported that we have approximately $11,000 in our treasury, minus the 
outstanding expense of $1,200 for insurance.  She is working with Judi Davis to change the account from personal to 
business type to simplify the process of passing on treasurer duties and commodore signing authority.  

MEMBERSHIP:  Since Marianne Thompson was unable to attend this meeting, co-chair Anne West attended in her 
place.  Also, Ann will be welcoming members at the June meeting instead of Marianne.  Latest count of members paid 
up for 2006 is 120.  Quarterly update of Membership Directory will come out in July. 

MEN IN OWSA:  Some long-time OWSA members have expressed dismay at OWSA having male members, so Susan 
felt the Board should discuss it.  The following points were brought up:  The potential for having male members has 
always been there, since according to writers of original Bylaws it is illegal to exclude them.  Mission statement was 
written specifically to encourage women, and until now no men have been interested in joining.  We already have, and 
will continue to have some classes for women only and some coed.    We wouldn’t want to be like men’s clubs of old 
that excluded women by excluding men now. . . however, when women campaigned to be included in those clubs 
there was nothing comparable for women, but there are plenty of sailing clubs men can join since it has traditionally 
been a men’s sport.  Women too often defer to men and won’t take responsibility on a boat where a man is taking over. 
. . that’s not the case with the men outside of OWSA who have offered their boats for WNS—they try to be as 
transparent as possible on the boat, encouraging the women to sail.  A man who is a member and just wants gain 
experience and confidence like any other member could easily overpower the women without even knowing he’s doing 
it.  Women are often unaware of giving up their power to men (how many women have sailed with their husbands for 
years and never really learned to sail?).  The conclusion was that we’ll just have to see how it goes, and that people 
need to be aware of their interactions.  The OWSA mission remains clearly to support and encourage women to sail, 
and some men are very good at that while others are not. 

CRUISING/ WEDNESDAY NIGHT SAILS:  Julie Rouzee was unable to attend the meeting, but will send out weekly e-mail 
notices for Wednesday Night Sails which began May 17th.  Discussion of ways to encourage and motivate more 
women boat owners to take out their boats, included personally inviting them, giving out burgees, providing mentors for 
new skippers, getting participants to write about their WNS experiences, having OWSA providing boat snacks, as well 
as requiring recipients of the Island Sailing Club scholarship to participate [see topic later in minutes].  Those ideas

One boat, "Valparaiso" skippered by Sue Arnold, pretty much 
covered it all, decorated with Pyramids of Egypt,  Queen of 
England and Big Ben, a polar bear from the arctic, palm trees, 
parrots, and monkeys from the tropics, the White House, 
Japanese kimonos . . . all tied together to the tune of "It's a 
Small World After All."  Another highly decorated boat was 
transformed into the "Excalibur Inn" from London, England, 
complete with crew dressed as Merry Maids-a-Dancing.   

Sue Johnson's "Q" served Irish pasties at the "Saggy Bottom 
Pub" and entertained the crowd with a hilarious Irish 
Riverdance complete with surprise appearance by Michael 
Flatley played with bold charm by Brittany Johnson.  The crew 
from powerboat "Shangri-La" became Dolly Parton & friends, 
entertaining Texas style with a marine twist on one of Dolly's 
hits, "Two Boats Down."  The singing nuns from Sister Act 
actually sang some beautiful harmonies at the same time they 
brought down the house with their comedy shtick.  Dot the Sea 
Gypsy told fortunes with her gazing ball and Tarot cards, and 
the food and drink didn't stop till the last line was off the dock 
Sunday.  All that and quiet too:  pleasant walks around the 
island, curling up with a book down below, anchoring for 
dinner on the way downstream Friday, and the sun shone all 
day Saturday. 
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Why do you sail?  How did you get started?  How did you get the nerve to take a boat out without someone who 
knew more than you?  How does sailing affect the rest of your life?  Why do you share it with others? 

It’s that “aaaahhhhh” feeling when the sails fill and the motor stops, and the cares of the work-a-day world melt 
away.  The breeze lifts your hair and your shoulders relax as your attention focuses on wind and water, sails and 
boat, sheets, winches, balance.  The sounds of water against the hull, gulls in the air, sails flapping to a new tack, 
winches turning, women laughing.  Your awareness of surroundings heightens—where are the other boats and 
which has to give way?  How soon will that barge be here, and where does it have to go to stay in the channel? 

Most of us got hooked on 
sailing by going out on other 
people's boats.  Maybe we fell 
in love with someone who had a 
boat, or maybe we got invited 
by a friend who had a friend 
with a boat.  Some were just 
curious and took lessons; some 
first learned in summer camp; a 
few were born into sailing 
families.  No matter how you 
made the connection, you had 
to get on a sailboat.  Perhaps 
you were bold and roamed the 
docks looking for people who 
needed crew; or maybe you put 
yourself on a crew list for racing 
and got a call from someone 
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willing to take a beginner.  Or maybe you joined a club and started networking at meetings so someone would take 
you out. 

Sandy Smith has been through all that and now owns her third boat.  Knowing her now, it's hard to believe her when 
she says, "For the longest time I thought I couldn't have a boat of my own 'because I'm a girl'."  Now she says, "Boy 
was I wrong."  She started with a Capri 22, moved up to a Cal 25, and has recently purchased a Morgan 41 which 
she will be sailing down the coast from Tacoma later this month.   

Sandy often shares her boat with OWSA members on Wednesday Night Sails (WNS).  Why does she keep doing it?  
Her primary reason is "Because it's fun…fun…fun!"  But then she adds, "Besides – I will never forget the years I 
spent walking the docks, getting on crew lists, answering personal ads, and doing anything (well…almost anything) I 
could think of to get out on a sailboat!  It's time to 'give back' – without all those people who gave me an opportunity 
to sail I would never have gotten to where I could buy a boat of my own." 

Ironically, many boat owners don't get out sailing as much as they'd like.   

It's easy for a new skipper to feel shy about taking friends out if she doesn't feel sure of her skippering abilities, and 
she may feel shy about asking a more experienced sailor to go with her, thinking "Why would she want to go on my 
boat when she has her own bigger/prettier/faster boat?" or "She always sails with so-and-so - she won't want to go 
with me," or "She's a racer so she'd be bored and frustrated going with me."  Nonsense!   

On the other hand, it's easy to get complacent after you've had the boat for a while - thinking you can go anytime 
you want so you don't have to jump on it right now.  Clouds get in your way and pretty soon the season is almost 
over.  Usually those clouds aren't as threatening as they look from inside your office or home – often they just offer 
clean fresh air to sail on.  And taking a newbie can offer that breath of fresh air that comes with an eager learner.  
Whether it's for racing or for WNS, scheduling some of your sailing ahead of time and committing to other people 
gets you out there. 
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A few OWSA boats got together for a weekend cruise at Government Island in early June.  Sandra Bes is taking 
LOOKFAR there again on the weekend of June 23 and would love to see more of you there.  Last time the 
Sanborns on UPSTART and the Heynderickx’s on BALIWICK were there with her.  If you want to go, just show up 
at West Dock on Government Island on Friday, June 23 or Saturday, June 24!  These cruises are very casual and 
are put together with minimal planning and coordination.  Sandra just decided to go and posted an invitation on the 
OWSA Forum under “Cruising.”  This is a great way to use the Forums.  If you have a date and destination in mind 
where you’d like to be in the company of other OWSA boats, just post it on the Forum the way Sandra did.  
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Don’t miss out on the fun — Just Say Yes when you get Julie’s weekly e-mail.    

�  If you have a boat and would like to take other OWSA members out on it, simply reply to Julie’s weekly e-
mail and let her know how many you can take that week, or send her a separate e-mail with your available 
dates. 

�  If you’re shy about taking out new people on your boat, invite someone who knows your boat to go with you 
and let Julie know how many crew spaces you have available for the people who sign up for WNS.   

�  If you’re a new skipper and need help, invite someone you know and trust to help you, or let Julie know you 
need a mentor and she MIGHT be able to get one for you along with crew. 

�  If you’re an experienced skipper, maybe you could BE one of those mentors.  Let Julie know you’d be 
willing to mentor a skipper on her own boat, either as a response to her weekly e-mail or in a separate e-
mail. 

�  If you just want to go sailing on someone else’s boat, respond to Julie’s weekly e-mail. 

The way to gain that confidence as either crew or skipper is to get lots of practice, and that’s what WNS is all 
about.  The Wednesday Night Sail season began on May 17th and continues through September.  Please contact  
Julie Rouzee at  WNS@owsa.net If interested in skippering or crewing (or in helping a new skipper gain 
confidence). 

Our biggest contributor to WNS isn't even an OWSA member (but his wife, Vicki, is).  Just in the 2005 season Bill 
Sanborn took 50 different ladies out on 20 different sailings.  He's been helping OWSA with this for eight years and 
points out what he calls "selfish reasons" for doing it.  "We have an investment in the boat, and if I can encourage an 
interest in sailing, and in boat ownership, then my investment retains value."  But it's far from just a financial interest 
for Bill.  "So my investment of time has a pay back, not only monetarily but in the personal satisfaction of sharing a 
skill that I've developed with people who are truly interested in learning to sail and have a "Can Do" attitude.  I will say 
that 99.9% of the time the sail goes as planned, and over the eight years I've been doing this I've only had to take 
over the helm on one occasion.  My one treat for letting you sail with me is that I get to park the boat." 

"So why do I keep doing it?  It's easy – I just say 'yes' each week and I'm assigned a crew that shows up for a WNS." 
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SFC Chair Tamara Koedoot has arranged two OWSA appearances on KATU’s 
AM Northwest on August 2nd and September 6th.  We need several people 
for these group announcements, so please get on TV and help promote this 
year’s Sail for the Cure.
