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The afternoon sun warmed us as Bad Kitty,
my 38 foot catamaran, twisted, leaped and
surged over the waves. It was mid-July,
and our delivery crew happily approached
St. Martin, where we would lay over two
nights and enjoy the French/Dutch
atmosphere before our last long leg into the
British Virgin Islands where Bad Kitty would
find a new charter base home. But wait, my
story is getting ahead of itself...

| fell in love with tropical sailing on my first
trip to the Virgin Islands in the late 80's.
The charm of the friendly residents, the
unbelievable shades of blue water, the
rocking motion of the boat at anchor, the
amazing underwater sights, the consistent
= 10-15 knot trade winds — my conversion
iy came quickly. A number of trips later, and

my dream of owning a boat in charter was stronger than ever. Tropical sailing was spectacular wherever | was
able to experience it—Australia, Thailand and Malaysia, Belize, Tonga. And charter bases are always wanting
more boats...

From a practical standpoint, the location had to be fairly accessible from the West Coast, so the Virgin Islands
seemed a logical choice. | started looking at boats on a Sunsail charter trip several years ago, and decided on a
catamaran. These boats sail well and have the added bonus of not heeling, allowing novice and non-sailor
friends a pleasant platform for a fun living-on-the water experience. And the room to spread out is appreciated by
all...

After a BVI trip last year, where we toured as many cats as we could talk ourselves onto, the family helped me
narrow the choice down to a Lagoon 38, made by Beneteau. Two months later, | had found my boat—a 2003
Lagoon 38 coming out of charter with Sunsail, and located in St.
Vincent, the Grenadines. My next challenge was getting the boat up to
Tortola.

Finding crew for the July delivery trip went well. Fortunately, sailing
buddies Judi Johnson and David Long were available. David's wife
Pam, Mike and Pat Stenbak, and Dick Stauffer rounded out the
contingent. (This adds up to 3 OWSA women!!!) We organized the
trip, ordered charts and guide books, and left for the tropics on June
28. We planned on a 10 day trip to cover the 580 mile distance,
leaving a few days to relax in the BVI's before flying home. The West
Indies island chain stretches from Venezuela to Puerto Rico, with most
islands being just a day sail away from the next one.

The first hiccup came when we landed at San Juan, Puerto Rico to
change planes. The smaller air carrier which was to take us to St.
Vincent was on its second day of a new computer system, and despite
a check-in appearance two hours in advance of the flight, David and |
did not get on the plane. We ended up on a different flight in the
wrong direction at midnight, no food and no luggage, wondering if our
companions were able to find the boat in St. Vincent. (continued on page 5)

Well, all’'s well that starts well??? We rejoined our
companions, learned about the boat systems, stocked up
with food and drink, put on our anti-seasick patches and left
St. Vincent heading north. We were all grinning from ear to
ear as the cat flew through the water heading north.
Heeding the local advice, as we approached the passage
between St. Vincent and St. Lucia, we put in a double reef
as the wind velocity headed upward. Wowser!! The wind
went from the low 20’s to over 30 knots in the blink of an
eye, and the seas rose from a comfortable three foot swell
to a confused and uneasy three meters. We were pretty
happy we’d listened to the locals. The passage was
predictable after that, with the wind dying on the approach
to St. Lucia. Squalls are common that time of year, and we
encountered several, but the darkening skies signaled their

approach, leaving time to make preparations. We anchored in lovely Marigot Bay and congratulated ourselves for
making the adjustments required with catamaran sailing (reef, shake it out, reef, shake it out, etc., etc., etc.) Thanks
again, David and Mike! After a quick customs check-in, we settled back and let Pat Stenbak work her magic with the
water taxi driver, securing dinner arrangements with the island’s best.

The bay was so lovely, we decided to stay another night, enjoying the peace and solitude. We took an island tour in
the hands of an informative van driver, and came home from the open-air market with new food items to try. Morning
brought a beautiful sunrise and we were off for Rodney Bay at the north end of St. Lucia. The day brought one squall
after another, with clear skies dropping to zero visibility and rain drops the size of small pebbles. We snuck into the
bay between downpours and dropped anchor. Needless to say, we all slept well that night!

Crossing over to Martinique the next day was uneventful, as we were getting used to the drill. We dropped in at the
Moorings base in Le Marin for some replacement parts and spent a quiet night on a buoy. Sunrise found us heading
out early for Fort-de-France, and the next day we departed extra early for the island of Domenica, where we were
picking up crewmate Dick Stauffer. Each island in the West Indies is a separate country (as Domenica and Nevis) or
associated with another country (as the French islands Guadeloupe and Martinique) so customs check-in and out are
required.

During the trip, all crew took part in steering and sail trim. We had an inoperative autopilot, so hand steering was
regularly passed from one person to the next. At the end of the day, sleep came easily. In addition to paper charts,

we had several moving map GPS units which came
in very handy. While we did eat dinner out when
possible, food on the boat was scrumptious, thanks
to gourmet cooks Judi and Pam.

Domenica is a small and beautiful island, the least
\ developed in the West Indies. We arrived later
\ than planned, but located Dick on the beach of our
© pre-arranged hotel rendezvous. With a complete
Z crew, we celebrated by eating out at a local
N beachfront restaurant, and enjoyed the showers
available to boaters which were included with
dinner!

® Crossing the Domenica channel to Guadaloupe, we
anchored at Basseterre, on the southeast coast.
With a picturesque fort on the point off our bow, we
were treated to a celebration of music and
marching in the street, as France had just won their

game in the World Cup soccer matches. Daybreak
found us on the water, heading out for the long sall
to St. Kitts and Nevis. We actually tied up in the
marina there, did the customs check-in, enjoyed a
much-needed shower and headed out to a fish
barbecue at a locally favored eatery.

The leg from St Kitts to St. Martin was a long one,
bringing strong winds (30+knots) and big seas (4-5
meters). Our trip to date had been in the lee of the
islands, but this route showed us the Atlantic
conditions when not buffered by land. Our
excitement at seeing the knot meter regularly hit 14
knots was tempered by the realization that our trip
so far had been pretty uneventful compared to this
day. The cat handled the conditions beautifully, and
| again was grateful for her performance.
